One of our student reporters interviewed Yoo Choong Yeol, the president of Incheon
East Asian Global Institute (IEGI). His focus on the relationships among East Asian
countries is what helped to create IEGI. IEGI’s ultimate goal is to create a stronger

bond between Korea and other East Asian countries through education.

How did you get interested in East Asian education?
The creation of the European Union along with the euro, the single currency for EU
members to use, is in line with Ahn Jung-Geun’s Theory of Oriental Peace, which
argues that Korea, China, and Japan need to be independent, but also united when
dealing with western countries. However, the conflict between Korea, China, and
Japan, has continued for a long time and is still ongoing. The educational approach of
Ahn Jung-Geun’s ideas are very important at a time like this when there is so much

tension in the east Asia.

In order for education to realize the value of Ahn Jung- Geun’s vision for a peaceful
coexistence among East Asian countries, it is important to have students from different

East Asian countries

ommunicate and build friendships. In addition, we should learn how to discuss, unite,
and cooperate on issues related to East Asia like climate change.

Children from East Asian countries should not have to be a part of the conflicts between
East Asian countries. Instead, children from East Asian countries should be joining
forces so that they become good East Asian citizens. If we do not our children for the
future, we should remember that our children will be stuck living in a very unstable
region. We have to prepare them for the future by engaging them in East Asian civic

educations.
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What made you establish IEGI?
In the future, the center of the world will be East Asia, and
we expect that East Asian experts will great leaders in the
future. To become an East Asian expert, students need
to understand East Asian countries and have multilingual
skills and have experience with cultural exchange
programs. In order to do that, we need to provide
students with opportunities. In order to provide those
opportunities, we created the East Asian International

Education Center.

What is the purpose of the establishment of IEGI?
The purpose of IEGI is to foster East Asian citizenship
by helping students become more familiar with their
neighboring countries, to help them adjust to the Fourth
Industrial Revolution, to understand the needs of the
increasing number of multicultural families, and help
them seem what kinds of cross border jobs will be

available.

Can you briefly explain the things you will be doing
at IEGI?
In order to help students understand what East Asian
citizenship is and the importance of a peaceful coexistence
among FEast Asian countries, we will promoting

programs related to international education, international

cooperation, international business, cultural exchanges,
and multilingual education. The superintendent of the

Incheon Office of Education has set the following goals.

First, each student will choose an addtional foreign
language to leam. The purpose is to support students in
learning Chinese, Japanese, Russian, Thai, and Viethamese

as well as English.

Second, There will be a wide variety of international
exchange programs for teachers and students to participate
in. We have signed partnerships with schools in different
countries for students to participate in cultural, language,

and business training programs.

Third, the Incheon Metropolitan Office of Education will
work with representatives from renowned universities
to help Incheon students who are interested in pursuing
their collegiate education overseas. We will help Incheon

students to be ready to compete on the world stage.

Through this project, our students in Incheon will have
the opportunity to hone their talents and skills in other
countries and to build bridges between international

companies and international institutions.

Misuse caused by inaccurate simple checks

Expert: “MMTIC test is suitable for adolescents”

When World War Il broke out in 1939 and many men,
who were the main working class, were sent to war,
there was a labor shortage in the industry. As a result,
women entered the industry in large numbers, Then,
there was a need to classify the personality types
of female workers and assign them to jobs that are
suitable for them, In 1944, at the height of the war,
Katharine C. Briggs and her daughter Isabel B, Myers
developed the Personality Type Preference Index based
on Carl Jung's early analytical psychology model, MBTI
(Myers—Briggs Type Indicator),

The MBTI consists of eight preference indicators:
E—extroversion, |-introversion, S—Sensing, N—intuition,
T—thinking,
E-l, S-N, T-F, and P-J, which are polar preference

F—feeling, P—perceiving, J—judgment,
indicators, form a pair, respectively. Since there are two
cases in the four preference index pairs, a total of 16
personality types are created, Recently, posts related
to MBTI have been uploaded on SNS mainly used by
teenagers, and most of them are simplified ones such
as 'psychological test' for boredom, In this way, MBTI is
accustomed to permeating the daily life of teenagers,
but it was not developed simply for fun and empathy.
To find out the true function and misuse of MBTI, we
interviewed OO0 Kim, a psychology expert at the MBTI

Institute in Korea,

® What is the net function of MBTI?

“First, you can identify your personality type through the
MBTI, and based on this, you can refer to which job suits
your personality type. For young people, it can be said
that the positive function of the MBTI is that it can
determine what kind of job aptitude they have, In fact,
during the free semester system in the first year of

middle school, the school is conducting the MBTI test.”

® As it is easy to find around these days, is there any
misuse of MBTI?
“Yes, there is, The problem is that the true value of
MBTI is being undermined as MBTI has become so
popular that it can be easily found on social media
and entertainment these days and is mainly used
only as a fun material, For MBTI, it is the correct test
procedure to consult a specialist with the results after
responding to the official test strip, but most of them
are conducted through non—professional and simplified
test strips on SNS, Due to the nature of the MBTI a
person's personality type is judged using only 16 types
of questions and only 16 types, so there is bound to be
some error, However, since SNS not only proceeds with
a simplified test paper, but also confirms the personality
type result immediately, the expert consultation process
that must be done to adjust the error is omitted, Your

personality type is most likely not correct,

Especially for adolescents, the MMTIC(Murphy—Meisgeier
Type Indicator for Children) test is more appropriate
than the MBTI test, The MMTIC has almost the same

theoretical framework and item structure as the MBTI,

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and the 4 pairs of preference indicators and 16 personality types of the MBTI are also applied, However, unlike MBTI,

MMTIC sets an U—band(undetermined band), which opens up the possibility that personality types can change in
the course of adolescence and adulthood, Therefore, in the process of personality type being completed, it is more
suitable for adolescents who are not yet fully determined in personality to take the MMTIC test rather than the MBTI
test, If adolescents were only tested for MBTI, they could be locked into one personality type, even though they could
change in the future, In particular, if you blindly trust only the simplified MBTI test results, you may not be able to

resolve the error and confusion may arise in choosing a job that can determine the future”

Recently, MBTI has become popular and adolescents whose personality types have not yet been determined are
exposed to it indiscriminately, Researcher Kim was concerned that the inaccurate, unprofessional MBTI test could
cause students to misidentify their personality type, At the end of the interview, Researcher Kim said, “If you want to
know your exact personality type, it is recommended that you consult with an MBTI expert.” Finally, he added, “It will

be of great help in finding a job that fits your aptitude by accurately identifying your personality type,”

In a survey of 96 students at Misong Middle School
and Sinsong Middle School in Incheon about their
“desired career path”, 39 students (41%) answered "no"
12 students (12%) said teachers and 6 students (6%)
said doctors,

A significant number of students said they were
stressed out by their careers and grades, Career path
is very important as it means "the way forward," and |
interviewed an incumbent teacher Kim Sun—ae about
when to decide on a career path and how to decide on
a career path,

“You can decide your career slowly, Everyone is
good at something. But you have to be ready to start
whenever you find something you want to do because
you have to be able to do it right away,” She also sent a
message of support, Saying, “If you work hard without
too much stress on your career problem, you will find a
job that suits your aptitude someday.”

In addition, experts related to career and career advance—
ment usually recommend reading books related to
career and writing bucket lists or drawing career road
maps. First of all, a career roadmap is a future map
that plans when and what you will do to achieve your
dream, It is to envision and design future based on your
life up to now, Career experts order to set specific goals
and write career paths with their vision and goals when
drawing a career roadmap.

And writing a bucket list is also very helpful in finding a

career path. A bucket list is to set goals that you really
want to achieve before you die, In fact, John Goddard,
an American anthropologist and writer, wrote 127 goals
at the age of 15 and achieved 103 at the age of 47,

It even surprised the world by becoming an astronaut
and doing space flights that people thought were impossible,

There is a good tip for writing a bucket list, which is
how to write a SMART bucket list, SMART is a collection of
only initials from Specific, Measurable, Action—oriented,
Reality, and Time-limited.,

Creating a bucket list according to the SMART bucket
list method allows you to set goals more realistic
and specifically than a typical bucket list. For example,
you can set specific goals such as “traveling to Italy”
rather than “traveling around the world,” and you can
set realistic goals such as “going to school at 8 o'clock
every day’rather than “not being late.,” Why don't you
use SMART writing to create a specific and feasible
bucket list and make it as good as John Goddard?

Every student has his or her own career path to worry.
From now on, if you slowly design your career roadmap,
write a bucket list, and think about your career path and
implement it step by step, you will be able to achieve

your dream someday,

The color that PANTONE chose for 2022's color is Very Peri, Veri Peri is a color
which has purple, symbolizing ‘Digital’ and blue representing the combination of
Online and Offline, Very Peri is showing us its creativity, and symbolizing the world’s
innovative changes, Like this, ‘Color of the Year’ has lots of meaning in it, Therefore,
I've studied about “Color of the Year” and PANTONE, who made it,

First of all, “Color of the year” is a color that PANTONE's representatives chose
through their conferences, PANTONE is USA’s global enterprise that studies over
10,000 colors, PANTONE numbered named each color (PMS : Pantone Matching
System) and made them to be called to constant names, unrelated to states, Which
means, they organized and made the rule of the colors that can be judjed adjectivly.
Afterward, PANTONE developed rapidly and had enormous impacts to all around

the world,

There are some steps to select the “Color of the year”, The representatives do the
market researches to find the colors that can symbolize the year. Other market
surveys usually focus on the present, but PANTONE's are not, They concentrates

what color can be the trend, and make huge influences later. Recently, they had
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selected the color that considered the international
issue, In 2010, 2019, and 2021, the color that manifests
each year’s principal events became “Color of the year”,

just like Very Peri,

In 2008, the “Subprime Mortgage Loan” had occurred, At
that time, US financial compamies made the mortgage
of the house lower. Therefore, lots of companied
had invested for them, However, the companies and
enterprises that invested went bankrupted in a row,
afterward. In 2010, the recovery started, and PANTONE
selected color “Turquoise” to “Color of the year”,
“Turquoise” is the color that the blue and dreen mixed,
that provides comfort to us, Turquoise, which make us
feel cool and ease, is usually utilized to color of therapy
and faith, It also means “Escape from the reality” or
“The invitation from Paradise”. PANTONE handed us
warm encouragement by selcting Turquoise to “Color

of the year”,

In 2019, they chose “Living Coral”, As we can see in
the name, it means giving comfort to people who are
so busy to live their lives, like the coral being home
to the marine animals, In 2019, when the COVID-19
first discovered, “Living Coral” was felt warmer color

to people, In 2021, when the pandemic reached its

peak, PANTONE announced “Illuminating”(yellow) and*

Ultimate Gray”,

“Color of the year” has vast leverage to the world,
Starting with influencers’ clothes, accessories, design
of interiors, even desserts, its availability is endless,
Because it can be parlay into various methods without
restrictions, many unique pieces are still making,
While “Color of the year” includes beautiful tones and

Solution of Poverty

Poverty means to have hunger because there is
nothing to eat, In the world, about 811 million people
is in poverty, Like this, poverty is a big task that global
society should solve, Then, is poverty caused by food
shortages? Actually, according to the official website
of the ‘World Food Programme (WFP)' food produced
around the world is enough to be provided about 77.53
billion people, the world population, Here, ther are
three causes of poverty,

First, ‘conflict’ is a major cause of the poverty,
Referring to the world poverty map released in 2018
by the World Food Programme (WFP) below, it can
be seen that the poverty is occurring around the
African continent, Among them, Chad is the country
suffering from the most severe poverty, and civil war
continues, Like this, 60 percent of the people in poverty
live in conflict—affected places such as Congo, Yemen,
Northeastern Nigeria, and Sudan, Conflicts cause
people to lose their jobs, creating economic difficulties,
and poverty occurs as people cannot get food, In
addition, the ‘World Food Programme (WFP)' recently
predicted an additional 47 million people will get into
poverty due to the impact of the conflict between Russia
and Ukraine,

Second, Jean Ziegler, the UN Special Investigator for
Food and a former Swiss Social Democrats, points to
'reckless profit—seeking'in his book {(Why Half the World
Hunger?) (Galapagos, 2016) as the cause of the poverty,

In other words, some companies or governments take

821 million people - more than 1in 9 of the
world population - do not get enough to eat

profits by raising food prices or reducing agricultural
production, Therefore, food prices rise, and poor countries
become difficult to get food,

Third, it is difficult for poor countries to get food and
drink water due to desertification, Desertification means a
phenomenon in which forests disappear and dry bare
land emerges due to drought or reckless development
caused by climate change, Desertification is mainly
caused by global deforestation by human activity, and
when deforestation occurs in areas near the desert,
it becomes almost impossible to recover by moving
sand. Poor countries find it difficult to produce food
because dry land is not suitable for farming, So it is
impossible for people in poor countries to get food in
other countries or produce food in their own countries,

To solve poverty problem, we can do campaign activities
to help people become interested in poverty. For
example, by joining a club, researching and promoting
poverty problems together, it can attract many people's
attention, We can also help people suffering from
hunger by helping NGOs such as ‘Food for the hungry
(www kfhi.orkr)” and ‘Save the Children (www.sc.or.kr)
As the saying goes, "Many a little makes a mickle® If
we save a little money and donate it, people suffering
from hunger will be able to stand on their own feet,
There are many other things that students can do for
the poverty. Now, it's time to act,

High school credit system to find

the dreams of students

SE-IL HIGH SCHOOL Sungjun Ha

The high school credit system is planned to be fully
implemented by 2025 by the 2022 revised curriculum,
But what is it? And how is it different from the current
education system? The high school credit system is
a system in which students choose the subjects they
want to take, take the classes, and complete the credits
to graduate, Current grade system in high schools is
deciding students’ graduation by grade, but the credit
system determines graduation based on credits earned
by completing classes,

Unlike the high school grade system students who
took courses on a fixed timetable, the high school
credit system students can choose and take courses
they are interested in and related to their career path,
Students can use half of the course units to complete
the required course units for each subject, and use the
other half to select the subjects they want among the
common subjects,

Under the high school credit system, students can
choose subjects they are interested in and subjects
related to their career path, which naturally raises
interest in class and improves class participation, In
addition, students' rights will be improved in that they
become the ones who directly decide what to study,
from being passively following the curriculum,

Despite these positive roles of the high school credit
system, incumbent education workers are raising
their voices of concern, 92.7% of incumbent teachers

answered that the currently planned high school credit

system won't work effectively. What is the problem
with the high school credit system that guarantees
students' choice of study and finds their dreams and
talents? First, there is a point that it does not fit with
the Korean college entrance exam system. In the
current college entrance exam system of grade based
on a curve, the high school credit system may result
in students concentrating on taking only Korean SAT
subjects and subjects that are easy to take, Second, in
order to change the current education method so that
students can choose, the number of subjects needs to
be increased, In order to solve this problem, it seems
that the reform of the university entrance exam system

should be preceded,
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Taean-gun oil spill Incident

BUGWANG GIRLS'S HIGH SCHOOL Chaeun Park

At around 7 am on December 7, 2007, the crane ship
Samsung 1, which was being towed near Mallipo Beach
in Taean—gun, Chungcheongnam—do, collided with the
oil tanker Hebei Spirit carrying 260,000 tons of crude oil,
When the two ships collided, three holes were drilled
in the Hebei Spirit, and crude oil loaded on the Spirit

spilled off the coast of Taean,

It escaped through them and eventually spilled into
the sea, Originally, the official name of this case in the
law was because Samsung Heavy Industries provided
the direct cause of the incident, so “Marine pollution
incident due to the collision between the tugboat
Samsung T-5 and the tugboat Sam T—3 with the towed
buoy Samsung 1 and the oil tanker Hebei Spirit, ” could
have been reported, but it was changed to ‘Taean Oil
Spill Incident’ to prevent Samsung'’s depreciation,

At the time of the incident, a wind volume advisory had
already been issued, so the climate had a great impact.
In addition, not only the influence of the climate, but
conditions such as the balance of the tugboat were at

stake,

As such, various adverse conditions were premised,
and strong waves were coming, so the government
and local citizens failed to respond. As a result, the

spilled crude oil spread to Gunsan, Mokpo, and even

around Jeju Island, However, crude oil and 'tar', a toxic
substance contained in it, had already spread.

As a result, many marine creatures living in the sea
lost their lives, and also many birds such as black—
billed black duck, black—tailed gull, and cormorant

living around the area were also damaged.

The people of Taean, who were watching this, started
to remove the oil directly in a simple but clear way.
Not only soldiers, high school students, and high school
students who just finished their entrance exams, but
also many volunteers came in like a cloud and went
out in protective clothing. High school students took the
lead in removing oil. As such, at the Taean—gun level,
they did what they could and devised a plan to solve

this case by holding an eco—environmental conference,

Thanks to these many people directly serving to remove
the oil, Most of the remnants of crude oil could be
removed, and the citizens of Taean could see the clear
sea again, 10 years later, the ecosystem was fortunately
restored, and the space where there were as few as

five species before has now grown to 75 species,

Increasing Multicultural students

Multicultural students are discriminated against in schools

The key solution of this problem is offering “Multicultural Education”

As Korea becomes a multicultural society, the number
of students from multicultural families is increasing
every year, According to statistics released by the
Ministry of Gender Equality and Family and Ministry of
Education, the number of students from multicultural
families is increasing every year to 147378 in 2020
and 160,58 in 2021, On the other hand, discrimination
against multicultural students in schools is becoming
serious, Thirty percent of those who stopped studying
for five years from 2016 to 2020 submitted their
dropouts because they could not adapt to discrimination

in school,

What is a multicultural society?

Multicultural society means a society where various
cultures coexist, Multicultural society in which foreigners
mix with other cultures through international exchanges
such as international marriages, culture and trade
performances, South Korea has become a multicultural
society as international marriage, North Korean defectors,
foreign workers, and foreign students gradually remain
in office, There are many advantages of becoming a

multicultural society, First of all, there is a possibility

of cultural development due to the domination of new
cultural elements, In the process of gathering people
from various countries and sharing their own cultures,
they can improve their ability to understand and interact
with each other, In addition, it has the advantage of
being able to develop our economy by closing the labor
force with the retention of foreign workers, However,
Korea became a multicultural society, problems arose
between multicultural families and ordinary families,
One of them is the discrimination of multicultural

students in schools,

Discrimination in schools, the biggest reason why
multicultural students cannot apply in schools

Multicultural student discrimination is becoming serious,
This is one of the reasons why multicultural students do
not adapt well to Korean schools, In order to understand
the problem of multicultural student discrimination,
there are three main reasons why multicultural students
do not get along well in school, The first is linguistic
difficulty, Some multicultural students do not speak
Korean well, These students complain that it is difficult to

understand the contents of the class and also, they are
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resting to communicate smoothly with their classmates,
The second is cultural difference, In particular, there
are some cases which students are not familiar with
Korean's inherent table manners, In addition to food
culture, there are differences in various aspects such
as living and language, so it makes multicultural
students hard to adapt in school, Finally, prejudice
and discrimination against them, According to the
“National Multicultural Family Survey" released by the
Ministry of Gender Equality and Family in 2016, 64.7%
of students from multicultural families were unable to
adapt at school because they couldn’t hang out with
their friends, Multicultural students chose prejudice
and discrimination as the biggest cause why they could
not adapt in school, Korean students tend to evaluate a
person only by extroverted factors, Multicultural students
are suffering from linguistic differences, cultural
differences, prejudice and discrimination, but among
them, prejudice and discrimination are making them
the most difficult,

How should we solve the process of entering a
multicultural society, the problems arising from it

Germany, Australia, and the United States have long
accepted immigrants and become multicultural societies,
All of these countries experienced multicultural problems
before Korea, but they overcame them through education,
Germany promoted language education and cultural
education that allowed migrants to adapt to their citizens,
Children from multicultural families can receive German
education from kindergarten so that they do not suffer
from language problems, In addition, it also activated a
program to encourage its citizens to accept the culture

of migrants, They taught German culture to migrants,

and educated their citizens to naturally accept the
culture of migrants, As a result, Germany was able to
effectively solve the multicultural problem by forming a
good relationship between immigrant families and their
own national families, Similar to Germany, Australia
also implemented various multicultural policies, such as
educating various languages and respecting minority
identity, In a 2018 international academic achievement
evaluation study organized by the OECD (Economic
Cooperation and Development Organization), Australian
students were found to have a high ability to interact
with people from various cultures, Countries that are
committed to multicultural societies like this, are
focusing on education to solve this problem, In Korea,
various policies for multicultural students, such as
Germany and Australia, are required, First of all, it is
also a good idea to open a “Learming Korean Culture"
program for students from multicultural families in
Gyeonggi Province to adapt to Korean Language and
culture, If a education program is held nationwide,
discrimination against children from multicultural families
is expected to naturally decrease, It is also necessary
to provide ordinary students with an opportunity to

experience other cultures,

Korea has just entered a multicultural society, However,
more effects are required to form a proper multicultural
society, In particular, the most effective way to solve
multicultural student discrimination is to charge their
perception, Through education, it is important for ordinary
students to recognize that multicultural students are

students of Korean society just like themselves,
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We have to prepare them

for the future
by engaging them

in East Asian civic educations.

One of our student reporters interviewed Yoo Choong Yeol, the president of Incheon
East Asian Global Institute (IEGI). His focus on the relationships among East Asian
countries is what helped to create IEGI. IEGI’s ultimate goal is to create a stronger

bond between Korea and other East Asian countries through education.

How did you get interested in East Asian education?
The creation of the European Union along with the euro, the single currency for EU
members to use, is in line with Ahn Jung-Geun’s Theory of Oriental Peace, which
argues that Korea, China, and Japan need to be independent, but also united when
dealing with western countries. However, the conflict between Korea, China, and
Japan, has continued for a long time and is still ongoing. The educational approach of
Ahn Jung-Geun’s ideas are very important at a time like this when there is so much

tension in the east Asia.

In order for education to realize the value of Ahn Jung- Geun’s vision for a peaceful
coexistence among East Asian countries, it is important to have students from different

East Asian countries

ommunicate and build friendships. In addition, we should learn how to discuss, unite,
and cooperate on issues related to East Asia like climate change.

Children from East Asian countries should not have to be a part of the conflicts between
East Asian countries. Instead, children from East Asian countries should be joining
forces so that they become good East Asian citizens. If we do not our children for the
future, we should remember that our children will be stuck living in a very unstable
region. We have to prepare them for the future by engaging them in East Asian civic

educations.
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What made you establish IEGI?
In the future, the center of the world will be East Asia, and
we expect that East Asian experts will great leaders in the
future. To become an East Asian expert, students need
to understand East Asian countries and have multilingual
skills and have experience with cultural exchange
programs. In order to do that, we need to provide
students with opportunities. In order to provide those
opportunities, we created the East Asian International

Education Center.

What is the purpose of the establishment of IEGI?
The purpose of IEGI is to foster East Asian citizenship
by helping students become more familiar with their
neighboring countries, to help them adjust to the Fourth
Industrial Revolution, to understand the needs of the
increasing number of multicultural families, and help
them seem what kinds of cross border jobs will be

available.

Can you briefly explain the things you will be doing
at IEGI?
In order to help students understand what East Asian
citizenship is and the importance of a peaceful coexistence
among FEast Asian countries, we will promoting

programs related to international education, international

cooperation, international business, cultural exchanges,
and multilingual education. The superintendent of the

Incheon Office of Education has set the following goals.

First, each student will choose an addtional foreign
language to leam. The purpose is to support students in
learning Chinese, Japanese, Russian, Thai, and Viethamese

as well as English.

Second, There will be a wide variety of international
exchange programs for teachers and students to participate
in. We have signed partnerships with schools in different
countries for students to participate in cultural, language,

and business training programs.

Third, the Incheon Metropolitan Office of Education will
work with representatives from renowned universities
to help Incheon students who are interested in pursuing
their collegiate education overseas. We will help Incheon

students to be ready to compete on the world stage.

Through this project, our students in Incheon will have
the opportunity to hone their talents and skills in other
countries and to build bridges between international

companies and international institutions.

® How do you usually teach classes?

“I mainly teach students by focusing on Chinese
culture in various medias such as ppt and video, Also,

“The goal of the class is to help students get to know
more about China and communicate with each other,
At the same time, | hope that students will develop and

® Vietnam is far from Korea, so it may be unfamiliar
to students, but was there anything difficult while
teaching?

“Vietnam is not a neighboring country of Korea,
but fortunately, they are students who are interested
in Vietnamese and Vietnam, so | think they must have
learned a lot through the Internet, So there was nothing
difficult until now, | also explained about the culture or

taught the pronunciation of the language in detail.”

MBTI, which has recently become popular among
young people
Misuse caused by inaccurate simple checks

Expert: “MMTIC test is suitable for adolescents”

When World War Il broke out in 1939 and many men,
who were the main working class, were sent to war,
there was a labor shortage in the industry. As a result,
women entered the industry in large numbers, Then,
there was a need to classify the personality types
of female workers and assign them to jobs that are
suitable for them, In 1944, at the height of the war,
Katharine C. Briggs and her daughter Isabel B. Myers
developed the Personality Type Preference Index based
on Carl Jung's early analytical psychology model, MBTI
(Myers—Briggs Type Indicator),

The MBTI consists of eight preference indicators:
E—extroversion, [-introversion, S—Sensing, N—intuition,
T—thinking,
E-l, S-N, T-F, and P-J, which are polar preference

F—feeling, P—perceiving, J—judgment,
indicators, form a pair, respectively, Since there are two
cases in the four preference index pairs, a total of 16
personality types are created. Recently, posts related
to MBTI have been uploaded on SNS mainly used by
teenagers, and most of them are simplified ones such
as 'psychological test' for boredom, In this way, MBTI is
accustomed to permeating the daily life of teenagers,
but it was not developed simply for fun and empathy.
To find out the true function and misuse of MBTI, we
interviewed 00 Kim, a psychology expert at the MBTI

Institute in Korea,

® What is the net function of MBTI?

“First, you can identify your personality type through the
MBTI, and based on this, you can refer to which job suits
your personality type. For young people, it can be said
that the positive function of the MBTI is that it can
determine what kind of job aptitude they have, In fact,
during the free semester system in the first year of

middle school, the school is conducting the MBTI test.”

® As it is easy to find around these days, is there any
misuse of MBTI?
“Yes, there is, The problem is that the true value of
MBTI is being undermined as MBTI has become so
popular that it can be easily found on social media
and entertainment these days and is mainly used
only as a fun material. For MBTI, it is the correct test
procedure to consult a specialist with the results after
responding to the official test strip, but most of them
are conducted through non—professional and simplified
test strips on SNS, Due to the nature of the MBTI a
person's personality type is judged using only 16 types
of questions and only 16 types, so there is bound to be
some error, However, since SNS not only proceeds with
a simplified test paper, but also confirms the personality
type result immediately, the expert consultation process
that must be done to adjust the error is omitted. Your

personality type is most likely not correct,

Especially for adolescents, the MMTIC(Murphy—Meisgeier
Type Indicator for Children) test is more appropriate
than the MBTI test, The MMTIC has almost the same

theoretical framework and item structure as the MBTI,

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and the 4 pairs of preference indicators and 16 personality types of the MBTI are also applied. However, unlike MBTI,

MMTIC sets an U—band(undetermined band), which opens up the possibility that personality types can change in
the course of adolescence and adulthood. Therefore, in the process of personality type being completed, it is more
suitable for adolescents who are not yet fully determined in personality to take the MMTIC test rather than the MBTI
test, If adolescents were only tested for MBTI, they could be locked into one personality type, even though they could
change in the future, In particular, if you blindly trust only the simplified MBTI test results, you may not be able to

resolve the error and confusion may arise in choosing a job that can determine the future”

Recently, MBTI has become popular and adolescents whose personality types have not yet been determined are
exposed to it indiscriminately. Researcher Kim was concerned that the inaccurate, unprofessional MBTI test could
cause students to misidentify their personality type, At the end of the interview, Researcher Kim said, “If you want to
know your exact personality type, it is recommended that you consult with an MBTI expert.” Finally, he added, “It will

be of great help in finding a job that fits your aptitude by accurately identifying your personality type.”

Career roadmap and bucket list preparation recommended by career experts

In a survey of 96 students at Misong Middle School
and Sinsong Middle School in Incheon about their
“desired career path”, 39 students (41%) answered "no"
12 students (12%) said teachers and 6 students (6%)
said doctors,

A significant number of students said they were
stressed out by their careers and grades, Career path
is very important as it means "the way forward," and |
interviewed an incumbent teacher Kim Sun—ae about
when to decide on a career path and how to decide on
a career path,

“You can decide your career slowly. Everyone is
good at something. But you have to be ready to start
whenever you find something you want to do because
you have to be able to do it right away,” She also sent a
message of support, Saying, “If you work hard without
too much stress on your career problem, you will find a
job that suits your aptitude someday.”

In addition, experts related to career and career advance—
ment usually recommend reading books related to
career and writing bucket lists or drawing career road
maps. First of all, a career roadmap is a future map
that plans when and what you will do to achieve your
dream. It is to envision and design future based on your
life up to now, Career experts order to set specific goals
and write career paths with their vision and goals when
drawing a career roadmap.

And writing a bucket list is also very helpful in finding a

career path, A bucket list is to set goals that you really
want to achieve before you die. In fact, John Goddard,
an American anthropologist and writer, wrote 127 goals
at the age of 15 and achieved 103 at the age of 47.

It even surprised the world by becoming an astronaut
and doing space flights that people thought were impossible,

There is a good tip for writing a bucket list, which is
how to write a SMART bucket list, SMART is a collection of
only initials from Specific, Measurable, Action—oriented,
Reality, and Time-limited,

Creating a bucket list according to the SMART bucket
list method allows you to set goals more realistic
and specifically than a typical bucket list. For example,
you can set specific goals such as “traveling to Italy”
rather than “traveling around the world,” and you can
set realistic goals such as “going to school at 8 o'clock
every day’rather than “not being late.,” Why don't you
use SMART writing to create a specific and feasible
bucket list and make it as good as John Goddard?

Every student has his or her own career path to worry,
From now on, if you slowly design your career roadmap,
write a bucket list, and think about your career path and
implement it step by step, you will be able to achieve

your dream someday,

Therefore,
I've studied about “Color of the Year” and PANTONE, who made it,

First of all, “Color of the year” is a color that PANTONE's representatives chose
through their conferences, PANTONE is USA’s global enterprise that studies over
10,000 colors, PANTONE numbered named each color (PMS : Pantone Matching
System) and made them to be called to constant names, unrelated to states, Which
means, they organized and made the rule of the colors that can be judjed adjectivly.
Afterward, PANTONE developed rapidly and had enormous impacts to all around

the world.

There are some steps to select the “Color of the year”, The representatives do the
market researches to find the colors that can symbolize the year. Other market
surveys usually focus on the present, but PANTONE's are not, They concentrates

what color can be the trend, and make huge influences later, Recently, they had
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selected the color that considered the international
issue, In 2010, 2019, and 2021, the color that manifests
each year’s principal events became “Color of the year”,

just like Very Peri,

In 2008, the “Subprime Mortgage Loan” had occurred., At
that time, US financial compamies made the mortgage
of the house lower. Therefore, lots of companied
had invested for them, However, the companies and
enterprises that invested went bankrupted in a row,
afterward. In 2010, the recovery started, and PANTONE

In 2019, they chose “Living Coral”, As we can see in
the name, it means giving comfort to people who are
so busy to live their lives, like the coral being home
to the marine animals, In 2019, when the COVID-19
first discovered, “Living Coral” was felt warmer color

Solution of Poverty

Poverty means to have hunger because there is
nothing to eat. In the world, about 811 million people
is in poverty. Like this, poverty is a big task that global
society should solve, Then, is poverty caused by food
shortages? Actually, according to the official website
of the ‘World Food Programme (WFP)' food produced
around the world is enough to be provided about 77,53
billion people, the world population, Here, ther are
three causes of poverty.

First, ‘conflict’ is a major cause of the poverty,
Referring to the world poverty map released in 2018
by the World Food Programme (WFP) below, it can
be seen that the poverty is occurring around the
African continent. Among them, Chad is the country
suffering from the most severe poverty, and civil war
continues, Like this, 60 percent of the people in poverty
live in conflict—affected places such as Congo, Yemen,
Northeastern Nigeria, and Sudan, Conflicts cause
people to lose their jobs, creating economic difficulties,
and poverty occurs as people cannot get food. In
addition, the ‘World Food Programme (WFP)' recently
predicted an additional 47 million people will get into
poverty due to the impact of the conflict between Russia
and Ukraine,

Second, Jean Ziegler, the UN Special Investigator for
Food and a former Swiss Social Democrats, points to
'reckless profit—seeking'in his book {(Why Half the World
Hunger?) (Galapagos, 2016) as the cause of the poverty,

In other words, some companies or governments take

821 million people - more than 1in 9 of the
world population - do not get enough to eat

profits by raising food prices or reducing agricultural
production, Therefore, food prices rise, and poor countries
become difficult to get food,

Third, it is difficult for poor countries to get food and
drink water due to desertification, Desertification means a
phenomenon in which forests disappear and dry bare
land emerges due to drought or reckless development
caused by climate change, Desertification is mainly
caused by global deforestation by human activity, and
when deforestation occurs in areas near the desert,
it becomes almost impossible to recover by moving
sand. Poor countries find it difficult to produce food
because dry land is not suitable for farming. So it is
impossible for people in poor countries to get food in
other countries or produce food in their own countries,

To solve poverty problem, we can do campaign activities
to help people become interested in poverty. For
example, by joining a club, researching and promoting
poverty problems together, it can attract many people's
attention, We can also help people suffering from
hunger by helping NGOs such as ‘Food for the hungry
(www.kfhi.or.kr)” and ‘Save the Children (www.sc.or.kr)
As the saying goes, "Many a little makes a mickle® If
we save a little money and donate it, people suffering
from hunger will be able to stand on their own feet,
There are many other things that students can do for
the poverty.

High school credit system to find

the dreams of students

The high school credit system is planned to be fully
implemented by 2025 by the 2022 revised curriculum,
But what is it? And how is it different from the current
education system? The high school credit system is
a system in which students choose the subjects they
want to take, take the classes, and complete the credits
to graduate, Current grade system in high schools is
deciding students’ graduation by grade, but the credit
system determines graduation based on credits earned
by completing classes,

Unlike the high school grade system students who
took courses on a fixed timetable, the high school
credit system students can choose and take courses
they are interested in and related to their career path,
Students can use half of the course units to complete
the required course units for each subject, and use the
other half to select the subjects they want among the
common subjects,

Under the high school credit system, students can
choose subjects they are interested in and subjects
related to their career path, which naturally raises
interest in class and improves class participation, In
addition, students' rights will be improved in that they
become the ones who directly decide what to study,
from being passively following the curriculum,

Despite these positive roles of the high school credit
system, incumbent education workers are raising
their voices of concern, 92.7% of incumbent teachers

answered that the currently planned high school credit

system won't work effectively, What is the problem
with the high school credit system that guarantees
students' choice of study and finds their dreams and
talents? First, there is a point that it does not fit with
the Korean college entrance exam system. In the
current college entrance exam system of grade based
on a curve, the high school credit system may result
in students concentrating on taking only Korean SAT
subjects and subjects that are easy to take. Second, in
order to change the current education method so that
students can choose, the number of subjects needs to
be increased. In order to solve this problem, it seems
that the reform of the university entrance exam system

should be preceded.

Taean-gun oil spill Incident

At around 7 am on December 7, 2007, the crane ship
Samsung 1, which was being towed near Mallipo Beach
in Taean—gun, Chungcheongnam—do, collided with the
oil tanker Hebei Spirit carrying 260,000 tons of crude oil,
When the two ships collided, three holes were drilled
in the Hebei Spirit, and crude oil loaded on the Spirit

spilled off the coast of Taean,

It escaped through them and eventually spilled into
the sea. Originally, the official name of this case in the
law was because Samsung Heavy Industries provided
the direct cause of the incident, so “Marine pollution
incident due to the collision between the tugboat
Samsung T-5 and the tugboat Sam T—3 with the towed
buoy Samsung 1 and the oil tanker Hebei Spirit, " could
have been reported, but it was changed to ‘Taean Oil
Spill Incident’ to prevent Samsung'’s depreciation,

At the time of the incident, a wind volume advisory had
already been issued, so the climate had a great impact,
In addition, not only the influence of the climate, but
conditions such as the balance of the tugboat were at

stake,

As such, various adverse conditions were premised,
and strong waves were coming, so the government
and local citizens failed to respond. As a result, the

spilled crude oil spread to Gunsan, Mokpo, and even

around Jeju Island. However, crude oil and 'tar', a toxic
substance contained in it, had already spread,

As a result, many marine creatures living in the sea
lost their lives, and also many birds such as black—
billed black duck, black—tailed gull, and cormorant

living around the area were also damaged.

The people of Taean, who were watching this, started
to remove the oil directly in a simple but clear way,
Not only soldiers, high school students, and high school
students who just finished their entrance exams, but
also many volunteers came in like a cloud and went
out in protective clothing. High school students took the
lead in removing oil. As such, at the Taean—gun level,
they did what they could and devised a plan to solve

this case by holding an eco—environmental conference,

Thanks to these many people directly serving to remove
the oil. Most of the remnants of crude oil could be
removed, and the citizens of Taean could see the clear
sea again, 10 years later, the ecosystem was fortunately
restored, and the space where there were as few as

five species before has now grown to 75 species,

Increasing Multicultural students

Multicultural students are discriminated against in schools

The key solution of this problem is offering “Multicultural Education”

As Korea becomes a multicultural society, the number
of students from multicultural families is increasing
every year, According to statistics released by the
Ministry of Gender Equality and Family and Ministry of
Education, the number of students from multicultural
families is increasing every year to 147378 in 2020
and 160,58 in 2021, On the other hand, discrimination
against multicultural students in schools is becoming
serious, Thirty percent of those who stopped studying
for five years from 2016 to 2020 submitted their
dropouts because they could not adapt to discrimination

in school,

What is a multicultural society?

Multicultural society means a society where various
cultures coexist, Multicultural society in which foreigners
mix with other cultures through international exchanges
such as international marriages, culture and trade
performances. South Korea has become a multicultural
society as international marriage, North Korean defectors,
foreign workers, and foreign students gradually remain
in office, There are many advantages of becoming a

multicultural society. First of all, there is a possibility

of cultural development due to the domination of new
cultural elements, In the process of gathering people
from various countries and sharing their own cultures,
they can improve their ability to understand and interact
with each other, In addition, it has the advantage of
being able to develop our economy by closing the labor
force with the retention of foreign workers, However,
Korea became a multicultural society, problems arose
between multicultural families and ordinary families,
One of them is the discrimination of multicultural

students in schools,

Discrimination in schools, the biggest reason why
multicultural students cannot apply in schools

Multicultural student discrimination is becoming serious,
This is one of the reasons why multicultural students do
not adapt well to Korean schools, In order to understand
the problem of multicultural student discrimination,
there are three main reasons why multicultural students
do not get along well in school, The first is linguistic
difficulty. Some multicultural students do not speak
Korean well, These students complain that it is difficult to

understand the contents of the class and also, they are
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resting to communicate smoothly with their classmates,
The second is cultural difference. In particular, there
are some cases which students are not familiar with
Korean's inherent table manners, In addition to food
culture, there are differences in various aspects such
as living and language, so it makes multicultural
students hard to adapt in school, Finally, prejudice
and discrimination against them, According to the
“National Multicultural Family Survey" released by the
Ministry of Gender Equality and Family in 2016, 64.7%
of students from multicultural families were unable to
adapt at school because they couldn’t hang out with
their friends, Multicultural students chose prejudice
and discrimination as the biggest cause why they could
not adapt in school. Korean students tend to evaluate a
person only by extroverted factors, Multicultural students
are suffering from linguistic differences, cultural
differences, prejudice and discrimination, but among
them, prejudice and discrimination are making them
the most difficult,

How should we solve the process of entering a
multicultural society, the problems arising from it

Germany, Australia, and the United States have long
accepted immigrants and become multicultural societies,
All of these countries experienced multicultural problems
before Korea, but they overcame them through education.
Germany promoted language education and cultural
education that allowed migrants to adapt to their citizens,
Children from multicultural families can receive German
education from kindergarten so that they do not suffer
from language problems, In addition, it also activated a
program to encourage its citizens to accept the culture

of migrants, They taught German culture to migrants,

and educated their citizens to naturally accept the
culture of migrants, As a result, Germany was able to
effectively solve the multicultural problem by forming a
good relationship between immigrant families and their
own national families, Similar to Germany, Australia
also implemented various multicultural policies, such as
educating various languages and respecting minority
identity, In a 2018 international academic achievement
evaluation study organized by the OECD (Economic
Cooperation and Development Organization), Australian
students were found to have a high ability to interact
with people from various cultures, Countries that are
committed to multicultural societies like this, are
focusing on education to solve this problem. In Korea,
various policies for multicultural students, such as
Germany and Australia, are required, First of all, it is
also a good idea to open a “Learming Korean Culture"
program for students from multicultural families in
Gyeonggi Province to adapt to Korean Language and
culture, If a education program is held nationwide,
discrimination against children from multicultural families
is expected to naturally decrease. It is also necessary
to provide ordinary students with an opportunity to

experience other cultures,

Korea has just entered a multicultural society, However,
more effects are required to form a proper multicultural
society, In particular, the most effective way to solve
multicultural student discrimination is to charge their
perception, Through education, it is important for ordinary
students to recognize that multicultural students are

students of Korean society just like themselves,
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
